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WALKING THROUGH LAND MINES

BILL MORSE IS DEVOTING his time and skills to help people he doesn’'t know, in a country far distant, who suffer from
“explosive remnants of war,” ERWSs, a fancy description of land miles left behind in “low priority” villages throughout
Cambodia. Bill is a fellow Rotarian from the Palm Springs club. He is president and international project manager of the
Landmine Relief Fund, a 501(c)(3) charitable organization supported by worldwide contributions. The work is dangerous,
but necessary. Millions of anti-personnel mines remain scattered in Cambodia and several other nations. Bill has spent
seven years working with ex-Khmer Rouge soldiers to find and clear some of the ERWs that have continued to kill and maim
innocent villagers wandering over them. He spent most of the last two years continuously in Cambodia, through heat and
monsoons, continuing this sometimes quixotic endeavor.

WHY DID BILL MORSE GET INVOLVED in Cambodia? Bill will give us a bit of the history of wars that have enveloped
this beautiful country for the past sixty years, and what it's like to live and work there. He will describe how mines and
other ERWs are cleared, and how the Landmine Relief Fund is dealing with the peculiarities of working in Cambodia. He’ll
tell how the magnificent temples around Angkor and the superb tourist facilities of Siam Reap are safe, but the many
backwater villages remain dangerous to the livestock — and children, and peasant farmers — who take a misstep. You'll see
more than the tourist view from the spas and elegant French restaurants; you'll hear of the suffering of the Khmer Rouge
years continuing with villagers maimed by those explosive remnants of a very bitter war.
